Undergraduate, graduate, PhD students, and practioneers in the field of
international cooperation, human rights, and peacebuilding.

Teachers

Instructors will include Full Professors and Researchers from the
University of Bologna, international top-level academics, professional
trainers, and both experienced practitioners and policy-makers in the
field of peacebuilding and international cooperation.

The Director of the summer school is Professor Gustavo Gozzi, Full
Professor from the University of Bologna, Faculty of Political Science.

Credits and evaluation
Students attending the School will be granted 3 CFU.

General Information

The course will last 5 days. Every day there will be 5 hours of class, more
other activities (seminars, movies, documentaries, practical training, and a
workshop on international opportunities in the fields of peacebuilding
and international cooperation). C will be in English.

Every participant will receive a certificate of attendance.
